1. Read, re-read, then plan. Read the question. Read it again. Then decide how fo solve it.

2. Estimate first. Before you calculate, make a rough guess. If your answer is way off from your

estimate, something went wrong!

3. Use elimination on multiple choice. Cross out 1-2 wrong answers before picking. This boosts your

odds!

4. Draw it out. Fractions, arrays, word problems — a quick skefch offen reveals the answer.

5. Label everything. Write “apples,” ‘cm,” “$" next to your numbers. It catches silly mistakes.

6. Work backwards to check. Got 24 —~ 6 = 4? Check: 4 x 6 = 24. Perfect!

® Second pass: Tackle the harder questions
(~15 min)

® Third pass: Check all answers (~10 min)
