Pick the one best answer from choices A, B, C,

or D. Not sure? Cross out the ones you know

are wrong, then pick from what’s left. That’s a

smart move!

Short Answer

Write your answer and show your work! Even if

your final answer isn’t right, showing your steps

can earn you credit. Use scratch paper if you

need more room.

After Each Test

Flip to the Answer Key and check your work. For every question you got wrong, read the

explanation carefully. Then write the tricky topics on your Test Tracker page. If you need

extra help, grab our Grade 3 Math Study Guide!

The Night Before

• Sleep early — your brain learns while you sleep!

• Pack your supplies — pencils, eraser, scratch paper, all ready to go.

• Tell yourself: “I’ve been practicing. I’m going to do great!”

5 Simple Rules for Every Test

1. Read the question twice. The first time to understand it. The second time to catch details.

2. Show your work. Write the steps down, even on scratch paper. It helps you think!

3. Skip the hard ones. Put a small star next to tricky questions and come back later. Answer the easy

ones first!

4. Never leave a blank. For multiple choice, your best guess is better than no answer at all.

5. Check your work. Finished early? Go back and re-read your answers.

Smart Moves

• Take a deep breath before you begin

• Underline key words in the question

• Use drawings or number lines to help

• Cross out wrong answers first

• Double-check addition and subtraction

Traps to Avoid

• Rushing and not reading carefully

• Picking the first answer that “looks right”

• Forgetting to carry or borrow numbers

• Skipping a question permanently

• Panicking when you see a tough problem

Remember, the very first practice test is the hardest — not because the questions are

harder, but because everything is new! By Test 3, you’ll feel like a pro. Trust me!

= Equals Both sides are the same. 2 + 3 = 5

> Greater Than The left number is bigger. 7 > 3

< Less Than The left number is smaller. 2 < 9
