Pass 3: The Final Check. Review all your answers. Did you fill in every blank? Do any answers look

weird? Double-check your math.

1. Read the problem. Read it again. 1. Answering too fast without reading

2. Circle the numbers. 2. Using the wrong operation (+ instead of x)
3. Underline the question. 3. Forgetting to regroup (carry/borrow)

4. Decide: add, subtract, multiply, or divide? 4. Misreading a number (36 vs. 63)
