Symbol Name What It Means

+ Plus (Add) Put numbers together. 3 + 5 = 8

− Minus (Subtract) Take away from a number. 9− 4 = 5

× Times (Multiply) Add equal groups. 4× 3 = 12

÷ Divide Split into equal groups. 12÷ 3 = 4

= Equals Both sides are the same. 2 + 3 = 5

> Greater Than The left number is bigger. 7 > 3

< Less Than The left number is smaller. 2 < 9

2 Fraction Bar Part of a whole. 1

• Product — the answer when you multiply

• Quotient — the answer when you divide

• Digit — a single number symbol (0–9)

• Place Value — what a digit is worth

• Even — divisible by 2 (0, 2, 4, 6, 8)

• Odd — not divisible by 2 (1, 3, 5, 7, 9)

• Expanded Form — showing each digit’s value

• Fraction — a part of a whole

• Equivalent — equal in value

• Perimeter — distance around a shape

• Area — space inside a shape
