Before You Start

• Get a good night’s sleep and eat a healthy meal.

• Have your supplies ready: pencils, eraser, scratch paper.

• Take three slow, deep breaths. You’ve prepared for this!

• Set a goal for each test — even a small one counts!

During the Test

1. Read each question twice. Underline key words like “how many more,” “product,” or “estimate.”

2. Show your work. Write out each step — it helps you catch mistakes.

3. Use scratch paper. Line up digits carefully for multi-digit problems.

4. Skip and return. Stuck on a question? Star it and move on. Come back with fresh eyes.

5. Check with estimation. Does your answer make sense? A quick estimate can catch big errors.

6. Use your time wisely. Don’t spend too long on one problem.

Multiple Choice Tricks

• Read all choices first.

• Cross out answers you know are wrong.

• Plug your answer back into the problem.

• When in doubt, eliminate and guess — never

leave it blank!

Watch Out For...

• Rushing through without reading carefully.

• Mixing up × and + in word problems.

• Forgetting to regroup when adding or sub-

tracting.

• Not simplifying fractions when asked.

• Skipping the “check your work” step.
